The Fourth of July has always been a special
holiday. It means so much to our collective conscience
as Americans. And, although our country is relatively
young, compared to Europe or Asia, our freedom and
democracy has been held in high esteem by the world
community. Most of us can remember back to the days
of our childhoods when we dressed in all sorts of
patriotic costumes to parade around the block in the
Annual Fourth of July Parade. One of my favorites was
when we dressed our pet schnauzer in a World War I
flying ace costume as Snoopy, while the rest of us kids
were Linus, Charlie Brown, and Lucy complete with red,
white and blue crepe paper! Those are wonderful
memories.

It seems like more and more, these days, Tracy
and I find ourselves walking around the house mumbling
the words, ““I can’t believe it’s July already! What
happened to April?”” Time has become such a precious
commodity that we never seem to have enough! I’'m
always amazed at ‘what gets done’ and ‘how far we’ve
come’ since Tracy and I arrived in Rutland three years
ago (hard to believe!). We’ve done a lot since arriving
in July, 2004. Our son Tyler was born, I began here at
Grace, we moved into a wonderful home in Middletown
Springs, our girls have met some wonderful friends from
their new school and here at church! Where has the time
gone? It’s been invested in those near and dear to us!

As our schedules grow, so our time tends to
move more quickly in life. When I find myself hurried
or frazzled from the speed of life, I know it’s time to
seek some Sabbath. Sabbath is an ancient Biblical
concept, literally drawing from the first chapters in
Genesis where God took ‘time apart’ to rest from labor.

But,
perhaps there has never been a more important time to
find Sabbath rest than now. Not only personally, but
also as a nation, our spirits need to rest from their labors
and enjoy the fruits of our blessing. As family and
friends gather this summer to rest and relax - ‘to Sabbath
together’ — I encourage you to use this time to reflect
backwards across the years to celebrate those moments
in your lives when God was especially present among
you. I also want to encourage you to use this time to
project forward in the years ahead to consider where
God is calling you.

The writer of Ecclesiastes has written of time in
a very poetic chapter. Most of us have heard or read this
poetry, “For everything there is a season, and a time for
every matter under heaven: a time to be born, and a time
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to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is
planted”; and so it goes until the writer asks, “What
gain have the workers from their toil? 1 have seen the
business that God has given to everyone to be busy with.
He has made everything suitable for its time; moreover
he has put a sense of past and future into their minds, yet
they cannot find out what God has done from the
beginning to the end. | know that there is nothing better
for them than to be happy and enjoy themselves as long
as they live; moreover, it is God’s gift that all should eat
drink and take pleasure in their toil. 1 know that
whatever God does endures forever; nothing can be
added to it, nor anything taken from it; God has done
this, so that all should stand in awe before him.”
(Ecclesiastes 3)

As you find moments of Sabbath this summer,
consider all that God has done in your life and in the
lives of those you love, and be thankful! This can be
your little moment of worship to a great God who has
sought us out and welcomed us in! Perhaps your “To
Do’ list this summer requires a little time apart, a little
Sabbath of time to give thanks and be glad.
