Tips for Reducing Emissions From Cars 

  
1.  Make sure you are not carrying around extra weight.  
An extra 100 pounds reduces fuel economy by up to 
2%.  Carry luggage inside the passenger section of the 
car rather than using trunk or roof to minimize drag and 
maximize mileage. 
2.  Slow down and take it easy.  When driving on the 
highway, going just 5 mph over the speed reduces fuel 
economy by 6%.  Rapid acceleration and braking 
reduces gas mileage and can burn an extra 125 gallons of 
gas per year.

Opportunities to Care for God’s Creation 

 
In a recent article (reprinted from the The New 

York Times) in the Rutland Herald (4/16/07), it was 
reported that Americans throw away about 100 billion 
plastic bags every year!  This amounts to “mountains of 
plastic that can last for 1,000 years give or take a few 
centuries.”  It was also reported that “outside of the 
United States, companies and countries are starting to 
deal with this convenient menace.  After Ireland slapped 
a tax on plastic bags, use dropped by 90 percent almost 
immediately.”   There is some movement in a similar 
direction in the US.  San Francisco has become the first 
major city to ban non-biodegradable 
plastic bags.

In the office, 
volunteers can assist the hospice program in a variety of 
ways including special events and clerical support. 

The volunteer training will include an 
introduction to hospice philosophy, education on death, 
dying and grief, and the development of communication 
and support skills.
