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This Side of Heaven… 
Giver of immortal gladness, Fill us with 

the light of day. 
 I lay awake this morning 
before the sunrise, snuggled between 
a firm mattress and a down 
comforter, pondering the many 

blessings of life. The bird songs bring the forest 
alive through an open window above my head. I 
am reminded of an author who spoke of 
familiarity with the songs of birds in his Maryland 
homeland. Here in Vermont, those songs belong 
to the golden finches, indigo buntings and the red-
breasted grosbeak that have been frequenting our 
feeders of late. It’s a joy to be able to feed the 
birds and watch them nearby through a window – 
especially to see our children become familiar 
with their names and habits. I’ve read many a 
writer who considers the Vermont 
mountainscapes about as close to heaven as one 
can find in our land and I, for one, tend to agree! 
 I am mindful of my health and wellbeing, 
of the joys of days past and opportunities of days 
ahead. I am deeply thankful to God for the gift of 
each day and the amazing grace that God bestows 
upon us in a land of abundance and privilege.  I’m 
thinking of what an incredible gift it is to live in a 
time when we have the kinds of comforts and 
opportunities we are afforded. Just feeling the 
cushion of my bed underneath, I am thoughtful of 
what it must have been like to live in the pioneer 
days of early America. Would I be laying upon a 
bed of straw? Would I know how to cut wood, 
plane it and build a house? Would I have traveled 
to far away lands to learn and grow and 
experience cultures vastly different from my own? 
We are blessed indeed to live in such a time, in 
such a place! 
 And yet, as I lay here pondering the many 
blessings of life, I am reminded of those near and 
far who are or have gone through the agony of 
losing a loved one recently. I am aware of their 

pain and of their journey. It’s very painful to lose 
someone you love. It’s not easy to go through that 
process of disconnecting. It is difficult because it 
means a complete reordering of life for those left 
behind. And yet, life will go on; blessings will be 
abundant again; we can move on again soon 
enough.  
 It is difficult to face the loss of a loved 
one because we don’t know how to face death 
rationally or even faithfully. It is a blurred pain that 
has been tucked away in the recesses of our 
experiences, kept from our young for fear of their 
tears, even held at bay to an adult generation 
unwilling to deal with it. I am mindful of those 
going through that pain even now and I am praying 
for them, that God would give them comfort and 
the assurance of “things not seen.”  
 I am thinking of how Jesus spoke of a life 
beyond this one. He didn’t focus on it, but he gave 
us enough reassurance to give us strength to live 
this day without the fear of death. Even the 
Apostle Paul spoke almost longingly of being with 
Christ in heaven – in fact, he said he was “hard 
pressed” to remain or go on to be with Jesus.  
 I’m lying here, birds singing joyfully 
outside, contemplating how much more 
wonderful heaven must be, knowing that Jesus 
referred to it as a paradise. I can’t imagine longing 
to leave this place, but I firmly believe that a 
paradise awaits us. As I open myself more to that 
reality, I’m feeling more and more a sense of 
eternity, even this side of heaven. How amazing 
and abundant is our blessing to hold such an 
assurance! It certainly re-orders the priorities and 
fears on this side!  
 No, I’m not longing to leave this beautiful 
place just yet, but the more I am privileged to 
share in the journey of those crossing over, the 
more I am in touch with God’s beauty and gift of 
creation and created, the more I am mindful of 
God’s abundant blessings, I am filled with a joy in 
knowing that even greater blessings await us on 
the other side!

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SPRING 2008 TORNADOES  
AND FLOODING 

 
 In the wake of devastating flooding and a record 
number of tornados striking mid-America this spring, the 
United Church of Christ has issued a $200,000 emergency 
appeal and a call for volunteers  to assist with immediate 
relief and long-term recovery. 

 Communities across Minnesota, Wisconsin, Illinois, Michigan, Indiana and Iowa have been 
severely impacted by these unprecedented spring storms.  Missouri is bracing for the flood waters which 
are moving downstream. 
 Florence Coppola, executive for UCC National Disaster Ministries remains in constant contact 
with Conference Staff and Disaster Coordinators in the effected areas.  Steve Grey, Indiana/Kentucky 
Conference Minister, reports that elder church members believe this years' wide-spread flooding is 
worse than the historic floods of 1913.  Gayle Strickler, UCC Iowa Conference Disaster Coordinator, 
reports that many farm families have lost their homes and livelihoods as crops have been decimated by 
the wind and flood waters.  One Great Hour of Sharing solidarity grants are now being shared with 
Conferences and local UCC congregations to support immediate relief efforts.   
 Prices for materials to repair damaged homes and seed and fertilizer to replant crops are 
increasing steadily.  The UCC has pledged our support to assist in long-term recovery efforts.  
 Volunteer clean up and rebuilding crews are being recruited. We will continue to update 
opportunities for service on the UCC website.   
 Our heartfelt prayers, service and generous contributions are needed now to assist our sisters 
and brothers in mid-America.
